Lesson Plan: Phonemic Awareness Exercises
Aim: Identification of words that belong to the –ill family

         Substitution of consonants sounds in context in order to form new words for the –ill      
         family
Stages
1) Pupils listen to the nursery rhyme “Jack and Jill”. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=yoO6PR1wwbg
2) Allow them sufficient time to become familiar with it.

3) Ask pupils to read-a-long and then sing-a-long as you point to each word in the rhyme. This can be done either in small groups or by the whole class.

4) Pupils repeat the words “Jill” and “hill” several times and teacher focuses the pupils’ attention on the final sound and spelling of these two words. 

5) Encourage students to identify words that have the final –ill sound. They can be given the following flashcards or a list of words. 
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6) Give the following sentences and encourage students to read them aloud.
· Jill is ill.

· Jill will need a pill.

· Jill will pay the bill.

· Bill will go up on the hill.

· Jill and Bill will sit on the sill.

· The mill is on a hill.

7) Ask students to write their own nursery rhyme using the original Jack and Jill rhyme. 
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8) Pupils display their own work in class.
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
